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Reading Corner

Experienced quilters have many
varied technigues they have
memorized and use repeatedly
in constructing their quilts.
Beginners have much to learn.
But even those who have been
quilting for years want to use
less familiar techniques
sometimes. Where to locate
instructions so we can proceed
to make that family heirloom?
One place to look is in "Quilter's
Complete Guide" by Marianne
Fons and Liz Porter, editors of
the well known "For the Love of
Quilting" magazine.

Ms. Fons and Ms. Porter write
about the many aspects of
quilting, from the tools that are
needed (you won't need them all
at first) to quilt cleaning
methods, storing and exhibition
once they are made. Along the
way they hi-light some helpful
hints like creating a needle
threader for threading yarn.
There are short summaries at
the start of each chapter listing
what aspect of quilting will be
introduced. If the reader puts
together the practice samples
suggested in each chapter, she
will gain  experience  while
making blocks that can be sewn
together for a sampler quilt.
There are detailled sampler
layouts at the end of the book.

The first chapters cover more
traditional techniques like hand
work and designing a quilt
block. Rotary  cutting is
discussed along with speed
sewing in the middle of the
book. That chapter is an

inspiration for those who want to
do a quick quilt project. The
chapter on bindings, sashings
and settings contains some new
ways of looking at these quilt
components and some math
samples that can help a quilter to
produce them. There are many
different methods described by
the authors involving hand,
machine and fusible appliqué.
And they discuss 3-D
techniques, seminole piecework,
rubber stamping, yo-yos and
much more toward the end of the
book. This  collection  of
techniques and instructions will
please the beginner and the
intermediate quilter.

Many of our quilting guides are
big books and are located on a
separate shelf from the rest of
our collection. Feel free to ask if
you don't readily see what you
are searching for. Please leave
your name and phone number or
e-mail address when you borrow
a book. The books are due back
at the next monthly meeting.
